Heb. 10:25 
25 Not abandoning our own assembling together, 
as the custom with some is, but exhorting one 
another; and so much the more as you see the day 
drawing near.  
    
1 Cor. 14:23-24 
23 If therefore the whole church comes together in 
one place, and all speak in tongues, and some 
unlearned in tongues or unbelievers enter, will they 
not say that you are insane?  
24 But if all prophesy and some unbeliever or 
unlearned person enters, he is convicted by all, he 
is examined by all;  
 
Matt. 18:19-20 
19 Again, truly I say to you that if two of you are 
in harmony on earth concerning any matter for 
which they ask, it will be done for them from My 
Father who is in the heavens.  
20 For where there are two or three gathered into 
My name, there am I in their midst.  
    
Acts 2:42 
42 And they continued steadfastly in the teaching 
and the fellowship of the apostles, in the breaking 
of bread and the prayers.  
    
1 Cor. 12:13 
13 For also in one Spirit we were all baptized into 
one body, whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves 
or free, and were all given to drink one Spirit.

5 But to the place which Jehovah your God will 
choose out of all your tribes to put His name, to 
His habitation, shall you seek, and there shall you 
go.

you for a share of the allotted portion of the saints in 
the light;

Col. 1:9, 17-18 
9 Therefore we also, since the day we heard of it, do 
not cease praying and asking on your behalf that you 
may be filled with the full knowledge of His will in 
all spiritual wisdom and understanding,  

    
17 And He is before all things, and all things 
cohere in Him;  
18 And He is the Head of the Body, the church; He 
is the beginning, the Firstborn from the dead, that 
He Himself might have the first place in all things;  
    
Col. 3:4, 11 
4 When Christ our life is manifested, then you also 
will be manifested with Him in glory.  
    
11 Where there cannot be Greek and Jew, 
circumcision and uncircumcision, barbarian, 
Scythian, slave, free man, but Christ is all and in 
all.

4 But there are distinctions of gifts, but the same 
Spirit;  
5 And there are distinctions of ministries, yet the 
same Lord;  
6 And there are distinctions of operations, but the 
same God, who operates all things in all.

than God's economy, which is in faith.  
    
Eph. 3:9 
9 And to enlighten all that they may see what the 
economy of the mystery is, which throughout the 
ages has been hidden in God, who created all 
things,  
    
Eph. 4:11-12, 16 
11 And He Himself gave some as apostles and 
some as prophets and some as evangelists and 
some as shepherds and teachers,  
12 For the perfecting of the saints unto the work of 
the ministry, unto the building up of the Body of 
Christ,  
    
16 Out from whom all the Body, being joined 
together and being knit together through every 
joint of the rich supply and through the operation

24 But if all prophesy and some unbeliever or 
unlearned person enters, he is convicted by all, he is 
examined by all;  
25 The secrets of his heart become manifest; and so 
falling on his face, he will worship God, declaring 
that indeed God is among you.  
    
31 For you can all prophesy one by one that all may 
learn and all may be encouraged.  
    
1 Cor. 14:1, 3, 4b 
1 Pursue love, and desire earnestly spiritual gifts, 
but especially that you may prophesy.  
    
3 But he who prophesies speaks building up and 
encouragement and consolation to men.  
    
4b but he who prophesies builds up the church.

16 All Scripture is God-breathed and profitable for 
teaching, for conviction, for correction, for 
instruction in righteousness,  
17 That the man of God may be complete, fully 
equipped for every good work.

Num. 7:1-3, 89 
1 And on the day that Moses had finished setting 
up the tabernacle, and had anointed it and 
sanctified it and all its furnishings and the altar and 
all its utensils, and had anointed them and 
sanctified them,  
2 The leaders of Israel, the heads of their fathers' 
households (they were the leaders of the tribes, 
who were over those who had been numbered), 
presented their offering.  
3 And they brought their offering before Jehovah: 
six covered wagons and twelve oxen, a wagon for 
every two of the leaders and an ox for each one; 
and they presented them before the tabernacle.
