6 I will be standing before you there upon the rock in 
Horeb; and you shall strike the rock, and water will 
come out of it so that the people may drink. And 
Moses did so in the sight of the elders of Israel.      
John 7:37-39 
37 Now on the last day, the great day of the feast, 
Jesus stood and cried out, saying, If anyone thirsts, 
let him come to Me and drink.  
38 He who believes into Me, as the Scripture said, 
out of his innermost being shall flow rivers of living 
water.  
39 But this He said concerning the Spirit, whom 
those who believed into Him were about to receive; 
for the Spirit was not yet, because Jesus had not yet 
been glorified.

23 But an hour is coming, and it is now, when the true 
worshippers will worship the Father in spirit and 
truthfulness, for the Father also seeks such to worship 
Him.
