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Gen. 1:26
26 And God said, Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of heaven and over the cattle and over all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps upon the earth. 
  
Acts 7:56
56 And he said, Behold, I see the heavens opened up and the Son of Man standing at the right hand of God. 
  
Gen. 2:7
7 Jehovah God formed man with the dust of the ground and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life, and man became a living soul. 
  
John 1:14
14 And the Word became flesh and tabernacled among us (and we beheld His glory, glory as of the only Begotten from the Father), full of grace and reality. 
  
Heb. 4:15
15 For we do not have a High Priest who cannot be touched with the feeling of our weaknesses, but One who has been tempted in all respects like us, yet without sin.

9 And be found in Him, not having my own righteousness which is out of the law, but that which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which is out of God and based on faith,

3 If you have tasted that the Lord is good. 
  
6 For it is contained in Scripture: "Behold, I lay in Zion a cornerstone, chosen and precious; and he who believes on Him shall by no means be put to shame."

2 Cor. 2:10
10 But whom you forgive anything, I also forgive; for also what I have forgiven, if I have forgiven anything, it is for your sake in the person of Christ; 
  
Gal. 5:16, 25
16 But I say, Walk by the Spirit and you shall by no means fulfill the lust of the flesh. 
  
25 If we live by the Spirit, let us also walk by the Spirit. 
  
1 Cor. 6:17
17 But he who is joined to the Lord is one spirit.

20 That they may walk in My statutes and keep My ordinances and do them; and they will be My people, and I will be their God.

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Jer. 15:16, 19

19 Therefore thus says Jehovah, If you return, I will restore you; You will stand before Me; And if you bring out the precious from the worthless, You will be as My mouth; They will turn to you, But you will not turn to them.

12 This is My commandment, that you love one another even as I have loved you. 
  
16 You did not choose Me, but I chose you, and I set you that you should go forth and bear fruit and that your fruit should remain, that whatever you ask the Father in My name, He may give you. 
  
1 Cor. 12:13
13 For also in one Spirit we were all baptized into one body, whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves or free, and were all given to drink one Spirit.
