[Monday 12/18

John 1:14

14 And the Word became flesh and tabernacled
among us (and we beheld His glory, glory as of the
only Begotten from the Father), full of grace and
reality.

Luke 1:35

35 And the angel answered and said to her, The
Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of
the Most High will overshadow you; therefore also
the holy thing which is born will be called the Son
of God.
