Week 11: The Surplus of the Produce of the Good 
Land and the Corporate Worship of God the Father 
in Truthfulness 
 
Portions from Days 1 and 3: 

The surplus of the produce of the good land 
typifies Christ, and the way to have the surplus is to 
labor on Christ. …You can be brought into the good 
land, but if you are lazy, you will have no surplus. 
Rather, you will be a beggar. If we are diligent and 
industrious to labor on the land that God allotted to 
us, we will have much produce from this rich land. 
This produce will be enough not only for us to live on 
but also for us to have a surplus. (CWWL, 1964, vol. 
4, “Serving in the Meetings and in the Gospel,” pp. 
76-77) 

Whenever we come together, regardless of the 
kind of meeting we have, we should come with the 
Christ experienced by us. …In this way the surplus of 
Christ is offered to God and exhibited to the whole 
universe. Then our meetings will be enriched and 
strengthened because they are full of Christ.
