Gal. 1:4 
4 Who gave Himself for our sins that He might 
rescue us out of the present evil age according to 
the will of our God and Father,  
       
Gen. 3:15 
15 And I will put enmity Between you and the 
woman And between your seed and her seed; He 
will bruise you on the head, But you will bruise 
him on the heel.  
       
Gal. 4:4 
4 But when the fullness of the time came, God sent 
forth His Son, born of a woman, born under law,  
       
Eph. 1:5 
5 Predestinating us unto sonship through Jesus 
Christ to Himself, according to the good pleasure 
of His will,  
       
Luke 8:5, 11 
5 The sower went out to sow his seed. And as he 
sowed, some seed fell beside the way, and it was 
trampled underfoot, and the birds of heaven 
devoured it.  
       
11 Now the parable is this: The seed is the word of 
God.  
       
John 12:24 
24 Truly, truly, I say to you, Unless the grain of 
wheat falls into the ground and dies, it abides 
alone; but if it dies, it bears much fruit.  
       
Isa. 7:14 
14 Therefore the Lord Himself will give you a 
sign: Behold, the virgin will conceive and will bear 
a son, and she will call his name Immanuel.  
       
Matt. 1:16, 20-21 
16 And Jacob begot Joseph the husband of Mary, 
of whom was born Jesus, who is called Christ.  
       
20 But while he pondered these things, behold, an 
angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream, 
saying, Joseph, son of David, do not be afraid to 
take Mary your wife, for that which has been 

begotten in her is of the Holy Spirit.  
21 And she will bear a son, and you shall call His 
name Jesus, for it is He who will save His people 
from their sins.

Gal. 3:16, 29 
16 But to Abraham were the promises spoken and 
to his seed. He does not say, "And to the seeds," as 
concerning many, but as concerning one: "And to 
your seed," who is Christ.  
       
29 And if you are of Christ, then you are 
Abraham's seed, heirs according to promise.  
       
Rom. 1:3 
3 Concerning His Son, who came out of the seed of 
David according to the flesh,  
       
Gen. 12:2-3, 7 
2 And I will make of you a great nation, And I will 
bless you And make your name great; And you 
shall be a blessing.  
3 And I will bless those who bless you, And he 
who curses you I will curse; And in you all the 
families of the earth will be blessed.  
       
7 And Jehovah appeared to Abram and said, To 
your seed I will give this land. And there he built 
an altar to Jehovah who had appeared to him.  
       
Gen. 17:7-8 
7 And I will establish My covenant between Me 
and you and your seed after you throughout their 
generations for an everlasting covenant, to be God 
to you and to your seed after you.  
8 And I will give to you and to your seed after you 
the land of your sojournings, all the land of 
Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and I will be 
their God.  
       
John 14:17-20 
17 Even the Spirit of reality, whom the world 
cannot receive, because it does not behold Him or 
know Him; but you know Him, because He abides 
with you and shall be in you.  
18 I will not leave you as orphans; I am coming to 
you.  
19 Yet a little while and the world beholds Me no 
longer, but you behold Me; because I live, you also 
shall live.  
20 In that day you will know that I am in My 

Father, and you in Me, and I in you.

Gal. 3:14 
14 In order that the blessing of Abraham might 
come to the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, that we might 
receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.  
       
Gal. 1:15-16 
15 But when it pleased God, who set me apart 
from my mother's womb and called me through 
His grace,  
16 To reveal His Son in me that I might announce 
Him as the gospel among the Gentiles, 
immediately I did not confer with flesh and blood,  
       
Eph. 1:17 
17 That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the 
Father of glory, may give to you a spirit of wisdom 
and revelation in the full knowledge of Him,  
       
Eph. 3:8, 19 
8  To me, less than the least of all saints, was this 
grace given to announce to the Gentiles the 
unsearchable riches of Christ as the gospel  
19 And to know the knowledge-surpassing love of 
Christ, that you may be filled unto all the fullness 
of God.  
       
Gen. 13:14-18 
14 And Jehovah said to Abram, after Lot had 
separated from him, Now lift up your eyes, and 
look from the place where you are, northward and 
southward and eastward and westward;  
15 For all the land that you see I will give to you 
and to your seed forever.  
16 And I will make your seed as the dust of the 
earth, so that if a man can number the dust of the 
earth, then your seed can also be numbered.  
17 Rise up; walk through the land according to its 
length and its breadth, for I will give it to you.  
18 And Abram moved his tent and came and dwelt 
by the oaks of Mamre, which are in Hebron, and 
there he built an altar to Jehovah.

17 So faith comes out of hearing, and hearing 
through the word of Christ.  
       
Gal. 3:27 
27 For as many of you as were baptized into Christ 
have put on Christ.  
       
Gal. 4:6, 29 
6 And because you are sons, God has sent forth the 
Spirit of His Son into our hearts, crying, Abba,

13 And having the same spirit of faith according to 
that which is written, "I believed, therefore I spoke,"

Gal. 2:20 
20 I am crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I 
who live, but it is Christ who lives in me; and the life 
which I now live in the flesh I live in faith, the faith 
of the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself 
up for me.  
       
Rom. 6:3-4 
3 Or are you ignorant that all of us who have been 
baptized into Christ Jesus have been baptized into 
His death?  
4 We have been buried therefore with Him through 
baptism into His death, in order that just as Christ 
was raised from the dead through the glory of the 
Father, so also we might walk in newness of life.  
       
Phil. 1:20-21 

20 According to my earnest expectation and hope that 
in nothing I will be put to shame, but with all 
boldness, as always, even now Christ will be 
magnified in my body, whether through life or 
through death.  
21 For to me, to live is Christ and to die is gain.  
       
2 Cor. 5:14-15 
14 For the love of Christ constrains us because we 
have judged this, that One died for all, therefore all 
died;  
15 And He died for all that those who live may no 
longer live to themselves but to Him who died for 
them and has been raised.  
       
John 1:1, 14 
1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was 
with God, and the Word was God.  
       
14 And the Word became flesh and tabernacled 
among us (and we beheld His glory, glory as of the 
only Begotten from the Father), full of grace and 
reality.  
       
Heb. 2:14 
14 Since therefore the children have shared in blood 
and flesh, He also Himself in like manner partook of 
the same, that through death He might destroy him 
who has the might of death, that is, the devil,

Gal. 5:16-18 
16 But I say, Walk by the Spirit and you shall by no 
means fulfill the lust of the flesh.  
17 For the flesh lusts against the Spirit, and the Spirit 
against the flesh; for these oppose each other that you 
would not do the things that you desire.  
18 But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under 
the law.  
       
Gal. 6:7-8 
7 Do not be deceived: God is not mocked; for 
whatever a man sows, this he will also reap.  
8 For he who sows unto his own flesh will reap 
corruption of the flesh, but he who sows unto the 
Spirit will of the Spirit reap eternal life.  
       
1 Cor. 15:53-57 
53 For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and 
this mortal must put on immortality.  
54 And when this corruptible will put on incorruption 
and this mortal will put on immortality, then the word 
which is written will come to pass, "Death has been 
swallowed up unto victory."  
55 Where, O death, is your victory? Where, O death, 

is your sting?  
56 The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is 
the law.  
57 But thanks be to God who gives us the victory 
through our Lord Jesus Christ.

 Lord’s Day 9/14 
 
Gal. 3:5 
5 He therefore who bountifully supplies to you the 
Spirit and does works of power among you, does He 
do it out of the works of law or out of the hearing of 
faith?  
       
Gal. 5:5, 22-25 
5 For we by the Spirit out of faith eagerly await the 
hope of righteousness.  
       
22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, long-
suffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,  
23 Meekness, self-control; against such things there 
is no law.  
24 But they who are of Christ Jesus have crucified 
the flesh with its passions and its lusts.  
25 If we live by the Spirit, let us also walk by the 
Spirit.  
       
Gal. 6:15-16, 18 
15 For neither is circumcision anything nor 
uncircumcision, but a new creation is what matters.  
16 And as many as walk by this rule, peace be upon 
them and mercy, even upon the Israel of God.  
       
18 The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with your 
spirit, brothers.
