Matt. 7:13-14

13 Enter in through the narrow gate, for wide is the
gate and broad is the way that leads to destruction,
and many are those who enter through it.

14 Because narrow is the gate and constricted is the
way that leads to life, and few are those who find it.

John 14:6

6 Jesus said to him, I am the way and the reality and
the life; no one comes to the Father except through
Me.

16 So, because you are lukewarm and neither hot nor
cold, I am about to spew you out of My mouth.

17 Because you say, I am wealthy and have become
rich and have need of nothing, and do not know that
you are wretched and miserable and poor and blind
and naked,

18 I counsel you to buy from Me gold refined by fire
that you may be rich, and white garments that you
may be clothed and that the shame of your nakedness
may not be manifested, and eyesalve to anoint your

eyes that you may see.

21 He who overcomes, to him I will give to sit with
Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat with My
Father on His throne.

Phil. 3:7-14 (7-8. 13-14)

7 But what things were gains to me, these I have
counted as loss on account of Christ.

8 But moreover I also count all things to be loss on
account of the excellency of the knowledge of Christ
Jesus my Lord, on account of whom I have suffered
the loss of all things and count them as refuse that I
may gain Christ

9 And be found in Him, not having my own
righteousness which is out of the law, but that which
is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which is
out of God and based on faith,

10 To know Him and the power of His resurrection
and the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed
to His death,

11 If perhaps I may attain to the out-resurrection from
the dead.

12 Not that I have already obtained or am already
perfected, but I pursue, if even I may lay hold of that

for which I also have been laid hold of by Christ
Jesus.

13 Brothers, I do not account of myself to have laid
hold; but one thing I do: Forgetting the things which
are behind and stretching forward to the things which
are before,

14 1 pursue toward the goal for the prize to which
God in Christ Jesus has called me upward.
